It addressescontemporary
issues related to the management of transboundary aquifersin the region, with particular focus on the
Stamprietand the Ramotswa transboundary aquifers, shared betwee n, Botswana, Namibia and South
Africa; and Botswana and South Africa, respectively. Both projects related to these aquifers (led by
UNESCO-IHP and IWMI, respectively) are moving into the second phase, and this meeting will take
stock of progress and next steps. It will also provide essentialtraining related to legal and institutional
tools and approaches to management of transboundary aquifers.
