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This guide demonstrates how to access a copy of your degree certificate until your 

formal parchment can be issued using the University’s new Student Verification 

System. 

All 2020 graduates will be able to access their certificate and share this with third 

parties via this system. The University has a dedicated webpage where you can find 

more information on the 2020 graduations and this system that can be found here:

To begin, you must register as a new user on the system.  

 

The details you enter here must match the details you provided when you registered 

to graduate.  

Enter your email address and create and confirm a password, press next and enter 

your personal information.  

 

 

 

  

 

 

Press next. 

Check all of the details are correct and 

press Register.

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A confirmation email will be sent to you to confirm your email address. Once 

confirmed, a second email will be sent with a link that contains access to portal. Click 

the link and enter your email and password to continue. 

Login. If the below message appears on screen the information you have provided 

must be checked. The information provided at point of registering must match the 

details held on file for you with the University. Entering different or incorrect details 

could result in a delay in accessing the system which at peak times may take up to 2 

working days to resolve.  

  

If your account does not need approval you will be able to login immediately to the 

portal.  

Your degree certificate is held within the documents section. Select view to open the 

certificate, and select preview to see it in full.  
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If there are any issues with your certificate you can use the report function to let the 

University know. Enter a description of the error and press send.  

 

 

 

 

 

Use the dashboard button at the top of the screen to return to the homepage.  

 

You may want to share your certificate with a third party, for example a University or 

employer. To do this, select manage and then add connection.  

 

 

 

Enter the details for the third party. If you want them to only have access to your 

information for a limited time, set an expiry date and once complete, press send.  

You can download and 

print a copy from the 

preview screen. 

However, this is an 

unverified copy and will 

be watermarked.  
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Once the connection is added, press send and then select the document you wish to 

share and press the share documents button. 

 

All shared documents will show as pending until the third party has logged in and 

viewed these.  

 

You have now successfully viewed, printed (if required) and shared your certificate 

using the Student Verification Portal.  

Log out of the system using the logout function at the top of the screen.
